Do you like to be challenged? Do you enjoy learning? Then join us on Tuesday, 17 December for the long-awaited start of the Winter 2013 Session of the RSC “Expert School,” featuring innovative and interactive workshops and simulation exercises.   

We will be offering two special training workshops on Tuesday, 17 December, and on Thursday, 19 December, from 19:00-21:00.  The opening week will start with an introductory orientation and a two-part session on “Research, Writing and Critical Analysis,” with an interactive seminar based on current developments in the region.
The second course, commencing on Tuesday, 28 January 2014, will offer more standard lectures and seminars, with a focus on political economy and regional issues and trends. The second course will consist of two workshops and one simulation exercise: (1) a workshop on “Effective Public Speaking & the Art of Persuasion,” (2) a workshop devoted to “National Security and Defense Assessments,” and (3) a two-part simulation exercise on military “war gaming,” with an operational focus on Nagorno Karabakh.
Since 2010, the Regional Studies Center (RSC) has offered a structured, certificate-based series of professional training courses for students and young professionals. The certified training seminars and courses are offered two times each week, with sessions held on every Tuesday and Thursday evening, from 19:00-21:00.  
Known as the “RSC Expert School,” the program seeks to provide a unique educational opportunity in Armenia by offering a series of modern, innovative and interactive workshops, exercises and lectures.  Please note that all sessions are conducted in English, with a participation fee of 10,000 dram per person for the course.
